GP SelfTest is located on RCGP’s Online Learning Environment (OLE) and Google Chrome is the 

recommended web browser. 

Step 1: Open the web browser and go to http://elearning.rcgp.org.uk/ 

Step 2: Click on the GP SelfTest block as shown in the screenshot below: 
 

 

Step 3: This will direct you to the GP SelfTest landing page.  You will need to have an existing RCGP 

Learning account to claim your free access to the tool.
